Conceptual fields in Turkey Turkish and Kyrgyz Turkish consist of important concepts in terms
of values in the cultures of these dialects. After the conceptual fields of these two dialects were
compared, both common and unique concepts were determined. The present result shows that
there are values common to all people and specific to each society. However, cognitive linguistic
analysis of concepts confirms that the same concepts are not perceived at the same level in
different cultures and dialects. Each concept has its own existential significance. As a result of
the cognitive linguistics analysis, it has been determined that the concepts of 'time' peculiar to
Turkey-Turkish and 'ubakit' of Kyrgyz Turkish are expressed and perceived independently in each
dialect. In Turkey Turkish, it is important to manage time, use it correctly, and distribute it more
logically according to interests by observing a more pragmatic approach. Time is perceived as
effort and a test to be passed. In Kyrgyz Turkish, on the other hand, time is not so important, and
related methods are only in the formation phase. In Kyrgyz Turkish, there is a passive perception
with a more fatalistic approach toward time. For Kyrgyz Turks, a logical and fast way of life is
not preferred.

As a significant example of postmodernist fiction, Atonement by lan McEwan handles many
diverse issues of the contemporary literary milieu like war, love, history, reality, illusion, and
imagination. The novel is strikingly different in style as it combines many elements within the
narration. The blurred sense of reality and fiction reminds the readers of the illusory experience
of contemporary society in the post-war world. Briony’s imagination which symbolizes
modernism as she has an obsession with order and plausibility challenges the postmodern idea
that there is no fixed and absolute truth. Placing this issue at the center of the narrative, McEwan
deals with history and war by adopting postmodern techniques like pastiche, montage, irony, and
playfulness.

In this respect, this study examines the concepts of reality, imagination, illusion,
fiction, history, and war, as well as presenting a postmodern reading of Afonement focusing on
intertextuality and metafiction. These techniques enable the author and the readers to reconstruct
and rewrite the history and the Second World War through the personal experiences of the major
characters. Creating suspense and omitting some details, McEwan aims to remind his readers that
they are wandering in a fictitious world with a vague and ambiguous sense of reality.

NATURAL REVELATION IN ANNE BRADSTREET’S ‘CONTEMPLATIONS’ AND
MARY OLIVER’S ‘SIX RECOGNITIONS OF THE LORD’

Anne Bradstreet (1612 — 1672), the first woman to be recognized as an accomplished New World
poet, and Mary Oliver (1935 — 2019), one of the most well-known American poets of modern
times, belong to the most distinct voices in the canon of American poetry. Both poets were deeply
spiritual and felt the need to express their faith in verse, but their poetic voices were shaped by
different contexts and life philosophies. Bradstreet’s Puritanism may appear to be quite distinct
from Oliver’s all-embracing understanding of faith, yet, their poetry brings some interesting
parallels in thought, albeit leading eventually to different directions, in particular in their view on
natural revelation. This paper compares two poems, Anne Bradstreet’s ‘Contemplations’ and
Mary Oliver’s ‘Six Recognitions of the Lord’, both of which are motivated by the speaker’s gift
to see nature as a means to knowing God. ‘Contemplations’, described by Bradstreet’s critics as
her best and finest work, is a complex meditative text, ‘a reflective search for faith’ (Richardson,
1974). Mary Oliver’s ‘Six Recognitions of the Lord’, published in her collection Thirst (2006),
can be also read as an active search for faith, a prayer that asks God for mercy and tenderness
and, at the same time, shows how peacefulness and tranquillity can be achieved as ‘the threshold
is always near’. In both poems, nature plays a fundamentally important, though somewhat
different, role. While in ‘Contemplations’ nature speaks ‘about’ God, but is not divine itself, in
Oliver’s soul-filled vision of the world, man’s immersion in nature fully suffices to experience
God directly. The paper seeks to explore the concepts of natural revelation in the poems through
comparative analysis the aim of which is to show how the poets succeed to accommodate and
apprehend both worlds they feel passionate about: this world and the other.

KYRGYZ IDENTITY AND ITS CONNECTION WITH THE KYRGYZ EPIC HEROES

National identity can be based on a wide variety of shared markers that encourage members of a
given community to identify with their putative co-nationals. National heroes comprise one such
potential shared marker (A. Wachtel 2016). During the last century, a great deal of work has been
done by Kyrgyz scholars, to explain how and why national identity is created both on the
theoretical and practical levels, which come from many disciplinary perspectives.

Kyrgyzstan is a small Central Asian country according to the territory and last 7-8
centuries. The main idea of this article is to work on the potential pillar of national identity and
how it came through the centuries via epics and how it reflects onto the phase of nation creation.
The search for a national hero was always reflected in the epics, ballads, songs, and poetry of the
Kyrgyz people. Here, I also focus on the identity of the national heroes in the epic Manas, Er
Toshtiik, and the continuation of it Jodarbeshim. The role of heroes in creating a national self-
image long predates the modern nation-state. Heroes are understood as objects for emulation by
putative national citizens. (A. Wachtel 2016). The reason for not knowing Kyrgyz small epics
underlies the variability of each epic. The versions of Er Toshtiik and its continuation Jodarbeshim
also exist in several versions, and most of them are at present written down and translated into
other languages. As for translation into English, it started just a few years ago, and at present 6
small epics only from more than 50 of them have been translated into English. The epic Er Téshtiik
exists not only among Kyrgyz people but among other Turkic-speaking people. The general
content is similar, but some names of heroes and places are different, and the epic sometimes
consists of just the name of the epical hero Er Téshtiik- even different in spelling and
pronunciation as; Yuir Toslik, Yer Tostik, and so on. In comparison with the Kyrgyz version which
consists at present the last version is around 16500 poetic lines, as for the other people’s version,
the epic exists in the form of a folk tale and prose. So, the Kyrgyz version of the epic Er Toshtiik
is considered the longest one.

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HUNDRED YEARS OF ‘THE WASTE LAND’: TRACING THE INDIAN
CONNECTION

A close reading of T.S. Eliot’s highly modern poem The Waste Land (1922) reflects the influence
of ancient Indian philosophy and mythical structures on the mind that created the masterpiece.
References may be found in the poem to the Vedas, the Upanishads, the Bhagavad Gita,
Patanjali’s Yoga Siitras, early Buddhist texts, and episodes from Mahabharata. This should not
surprise any reader of Eliot who is aware of Eliot’s deep interest in Asian philosophies —
especially Chinese, Japanese and Indian — during his studies at Harvard, and the influence that
teachers like Irving Babbit Charles Lanman, James Woods, each one expertized in one or the
other branch of Indian philosophy, left on him. The very texture of the fabric of The Waste Land
is conceptualized as an amalgamation of Indian and Western cultures. Prof. G. Nageswara Rao in
his famous article “The Upanishad in the Waste Land” (1972) states that two out of the five
section headings of the poem are borrowed from Indian sources.

This paper tries to examine (i) how an alternative archetypal source of the poem can
be found in Indian mythology, (ii) what Eliot has to borrow from the Vedic/ Upanishadic
philosophy and Patanjali’s Yoga Sutras while rendering his vision of the Western civilization in
the poem, and (iii) how relevant these borrowings are a century later.

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HOW POETRY IMPACT FEMALE IDENTITY IN THE POST-SOVIET KYRGYZ
REPUBLIC: A FEMINIST PERSPECTIVE

This paper intends to explore questions and issues that lie at the very heart of what it means to be
a woman in today’s world - questions such as “What is a woman poet?”, “What does it mean to
write as a woman and to read as a woman?”, “What is the relationship between the various
signifiers (syntagms) in poetry, folk songs, and culture in the Kyrgyz Republic?”, “Which signs
and codes are specific to Kyrgyz women’s poetry? Which codes are shared with other nations
(universality)?

In an attempt to address these questions, this paper intends to investigate the nature
of female poets, women’s experiences in contemporary society, and the effects of stereotypes
described in poetic texts by women. A 'text' is itself a complex sign containing other signs.
Therefore, the aim of this paper is to define the semiotics of Kyrgyz women’s poetry, propose
some distinctive features of their poetic discourse, determine how cultural elements are
transformed in their poetry and identify signs and cultural symbols within the text and the codes
within which these signs have meaning. We selected several poems for this research from a
collection of Kyrgyz Women'’s poetry Girls, you... (2010) translated from Kyrgyz into English
(Translator Kanykei Kalieva, Editor Simone P. Bures).

Kyrgyz poetry by women (1970 to the present) in the context of feminist perspectives
and semiotics has been little studied in Kyrgyzstan. However, preliminary findings about Kyrgyz
women’s poetry have shown that independence from the Soviet Union and Kyrgyzstan’s
transition to a market economy have changed the status of contemporary Kyrgyz women. The
identity of modern Kyrgyz women is linked to three different pasts—(i) pre-Soviet time,
associated not only with illiteracy, no written script and isolation where women were treated as
personal property with no rights but also rich oral poetry and the considerable distinction between
women’s and men’s poetry and music. Only women played traditional music instrument ooz
komuz (mouth harp) and sang lullabies and ritual wedding songs; (ii) Soviet time, when women
were given an education and became literate and began publishing writings, but remained isolated
from other countries of the world; and (iii) post-Soviet time, when concerns regarding female
identity have increased with the rise of religious, ethnic, regional, and domestic violence against
women, forced marriages, and employment discrimination. This paper will also attempt to address
these issues.

Bu ¢alismada Annie Ernaux’nun “Bir Kadin” (1988) ve Leyla Erbil’in “Tuhaf Bir Kadin” (1971)
adli eserlerinde kadinlik durumlar1 hem sosyolojik hem de psikoanalitik bir ¢oziimleme
biitiinlestirilerek toplumsal ile bireysel arasindaki etkilesim ve sinir ¢izgileri her iki yazarin
kaleminden mercek altina alimir. Her iki yazarda da -bir yanda Fransiz diger yanda Tiirk-
burjuvazinin igsellestirdikleri deger yargilartyla politik, toplumsal ve kiiltiirel diizlemde insa
edilen kadm kimliginin derinlemesine bir elestirisine rastlanir. Her iki yazar insan iliskilerini
toplumsal bir diizlemde ele almakla birlikte, eserlerinde kadinin konumlanisi ve kadinlik
durumlarin yansittiklar1 mecrada kadinligi baskilayan toplumsal alan1 ve bu durumun kisisel
alanda yarattig1 travmay1 sorgulamaktadir.

Women figures have always had a contentious association with their designated positions within
the sphere of Indian mythology, cinema, and literature. This paper will try to posit and present
the representations of women characters in such media and the impact of the same that eventually
shaped the traditions and roles of women concerning Indian society. The objectification of women
was not just restricted to sexual connotations, but also moralistic typecasts that were counter-
positive to the dynamic renditions of the male characters. Women embodying moulds that could
only be antipodally bracketed within the confines of either being good or evil, white or black —
should hardly astonish anyone. Mythological characters like Draupadi, Sita, Kunti, and Kashayla
fell into the bracket that assigned them to a socially acceptable role — a wife, a sister, a mother —
and was characterized by their helpless dependency and unbreakable piousness while, on the other
end of the spectrum, characters like Kaikeyi, Shurpnakha, Manthara, Menaka, Taraka, Putana
who were also a warrior queen who was reacting as a worried mother, a sexually confident
princess, a concerned foster mother, an apsara bound to follow the orders of Gods, were cemented
with their vile masques, alienating all alternative pathways to reintroduce these characters, thus
chaining them to always be perceived as a one-dimensional malevolent entity. These women
ultimately represent the “Other”, drawing from Homi Bhaba, within a woman-centric context.
These stereotypes spill over onto the trends that have been purported within the cinematic
traditions of mainstream Bollywood. The very term “vamps” built up a persona that is callous,
selfish, independent, modern, and not suitable for motherhood, qualities which are generally the
antithesis of an ideal Indian woman, the heroine of the film. This juxtaposition opens up a
dialogue to address the double standards women have been subjected to. Mythological sources
present the past perspective while cinematic trends put forth the contemporary perspective,
ultimately structuring a diachronic system that begets attention to the arbitrary subjection women
have experienced in multiple media forms. This paper limits itself to studying just the trends in
mythology and cinema, forgoing other dynamic media.

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THE ESSENCE OF CREATING A BALANCE BETWEEN LEARNING AND
REVIEWING COLLOCATIONS

The study introduces an original method of maintaining a balance between learning and reviewing
collocations. Fundamentally, three areas of learning opportunities were analyzed, namely English
classes at university, homework assignments, and non-academic settings. The principal goal of
this study is to emphasize that it is crucial to train students to work with collocations instead of
individual words. Bishkek State University pre-service teachers were the main focus of this
article. This paper attempts to demonstrate that undergraduate students find it beneficial to record
and review collocations on a regular basis and use them in the classroom and in a non-academic
environment. The study highlights the fact that there is a necessity to train university students to
work with collocations instead of individual words. Additionally, it discusses the idea that
language learners should be taught how to work with several online English-English dictionaries.
Moreover, the work explains how to provide guidance to students regarding effective revision
techniques. A detailed examination of students’ favorite collocations is provided. Another major
aim of this work is to describe the beneficial effects of the original activity Two Notebooks, which
was designed by the author of this study. The activity was practiced with university students of
Bishkek State University. With regard to data collection, 61 students of the English Language
Department participated in a written questionnaire. Students’ comments were included in the
paper in order to reinforce the importance of revision of collocations in English classes. The study
also describes major highlights of students’ achievements related to practicing collocations and
having a special vocabulary notebook.

While using language as a means of communication, a person has various purposes: to inform or
specify the information, to provoke the addressee into some action, to express his/her feelings, or
to estimate the actions of other people. Indeed, language is the instrument that regulates the
relationship between people. Coming into contact with the interlocutor, a person performs a
speech act that takes place in a certain communicative situation. This situation induces the speaker
to this or that speech act. A speech act is the central concept of pragmatics. Speech etiquette
becomes a subject of research in pragmalinguistics as it is focused on the purpose of the statement
and the communicative situation. The important tasks of pragmatics are the explanation and
description of the mechanism of human behavior to exert speech influence on the interlocutor.
Speech etiquette is a system of national-specific etiquette formulas necessary to establish contact
with the interlocutor and to maintain and terminate the contact in the chosen tone. The observance
of the rules of speech etiquette is the main condition for the participants of communication to
achieve their goals, and therefore a condition for successful communication. Expressive speech
acts which express the psychological states of communicants have a special social significance in
the process of interpersonal communication. To the class of expressive speech acts J. Searle in
his classification of speech acts includes greetings, farewell, gratitude, apology, condolence,
address, congratulations, and wishes.

The speech acts “Greetings”, “Farewell”, “Address” and “Wish” in Russian and
Turkish become the main object of our study. Comparison of the etiquette systems of different
languages reveals the commonalities of some phenomena and the differences of others and also
reveals the national specificity of etiquette behavior, orienting the language learning to the
selection of certain situationally fixed expressions. The use of this material in teaching both
Russian and Turkish will allow the teacher to anticipate the possible cases of interference errors
in the future and correctly select the teaching methods to prevent their occurrence.

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THE USE OF ANGLICISMS IN THE KYRGYZ LANGUAGE

The study proposes the classification of English borrowings in the Kyrgyz communicative
discourse in terms of ways to introduce foreign words and analyzes the reasons for the active use
of Anglicisms in the Kyrgyz language at the present stage. The main source of borrowings from
other languages is language contacts. However, given the geographical remoteness of our country
and English-speaking countries, we can say that at this stage the reason for the active introduction
of English borrowings into the Kyrgyz language is the growth of the prestige and pragmatic
expediency of the English language, which is in demand all over the world today as the language
of international communication, as the language of science and quality education. Borrowings
from the English language actively penetrate the Kyrgyz language both in oral and written speech.
The process of borrowing Anglicisms touched almost all spheres of the vocabulary of the Kyrgyz
language. From a thematic point of view, the most frequently occurring words can be divided into
several groups: 1) economic (monitoring, marketing, etc.), 2) sports (diving, biker, surfing, etc.),
3) terms from the field of communication: computer, internet, telephone (Facebook, YouTube,
file, etc.), 4) the names of some household items (mixer, toaster, roaster, shaker, blender, etc.),
and 5) socio-political (president, parliament, speaker, etc.).

Thus, this paper illustrates the classifications of reasons and methods of introducing
Anglicisms into the spoken discourse of the Kyrgyz society, as well as their adaptation to the
structure of the Kyrgyz language. The activation of the processes of the entry of English words
and expressions into modern speech should be considered a natural phenomenon that is
characteristic of the whole world. Moreover, the paper will emphasize the role of English as the
international language of communication which inevitably ensures the growth of its influence on
the national languages of the world.

MIDDLE-EARTH

Tolkien was a devout Catholic who implemented many aspects of his faith into his writing,
particularly emphasizing the necessity of humility in the fight against evil. This paper aims to
analyze Tolkien’s approach to depicting humility as a virtue in his three Middle-earth books, The
Hobbit, The Lord of the Rings, and The Silmarillion. Having analyzed Tolkien’s depiction of all
the virtues standing in opposition to the seven Christian cardinal vices in my dissertation, humility
turns out to be the third most significant virtue of those seven in Tolkien’s stories. While some
characters, mainly the villains, display pretended humility, and others a kind of ungenuine
humility arising from their wallowing in self-pity, the virtuousness of humility is accentuated
especially in the concept of “the ennoblement of the humble”. This concept is employed in all of
Tolkien’s books, yet most elaborated in The Lord of the Rings. Paralleling the Biblical lesson on
how the last will be the first, Tolkien showed that often the most insignificant, small, humble
people shape the fate of the world. The best illustrations of this concept are Sam and Aragorn,
followed by Beren and Luthien in The Silmarillion. Particularly in Aragorn, his humility,
manifested in his approach to kingship as putting himself into the service of his people instead of
mastering them, is an essential part of his role as a Christian king and a Christ figure. Another
aspect of humility that Tolkien put great emphasis on is politeness and the ability to stand to one’s
words as well as obedience. However, his approach to obedience is just as ambiguous as to
diligence, since he showed that obedience in objectively morally evil things is vicious whereas
disobedience in such matters is virtuous.

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TEACHING FOREIGN LANGUAGES FOR THE TURKIC LANGUAGES SPEAKERS:
THE CASE OF A MEDICAL UNIVERSITY

Cultural diversity at Kursk State Medical University is represented by the students whose native
languages are Turkic. These are bilingual students that speak Russian and any Turkic language
such as Kumyk, Karacay-Balkar, Kyrgyz, Turkmen, Uzbek, or Azerbaijani. The citizens of Russia
study English for Medical Purposes, and the citizens of the post-Soviet states study Russian.
Moreover, all these students study Latin (Latin and Russian are also studied by overseas students
from Brazil, India, Sri Lanka, and Nigeria that are taught medical sciences in English).

The aim of this research is to outline the design of the theoretic model of multilingual
education in conditions of multilingualism in a medical university. Based on the author’s practical
experience of teaching English to bilingual students, the creative methods of teaching English
have been worked out. At the beginning of the course, English for Medical Purposes, the teacher
and the students make a comparative analysis of the vocabulary and grammar of English, a Turkic
language (a bilingual student’s first language), and Russian. Great attention is paid to the
etymology of the medical/pharmaceutical vocabulary in the languages analyzed. The teacher also
investigates the words in the Turkic languages borrowed from Arabic or Iranian languages. Then,
while making the analysis of the grammar of the Turkic languages and English, the teacher and
the students find examples of positive and negative grammar interference. It is useful for the
prevention of grammar mistakes. The experience has shown that bilingual students’ motivation
for studying English is increasing. It would be advisable for the teachers of Russian (a compulsory
subject for overseas students and Russian students of some faculties) and Latin to use the same
approaches in order to improve the quality of language education for future healthcare providers.

Ozellikle Bat1 Avrupa toplumlarinin sosyal ve siyasal olusumlari igerisinde bicimlenerek olusan
“kamusal ve 6zel alan” kavramlari, zaman igerisinde degisime ugramistir. Kamusal alanin hizla
geniglemesinin karsisinda 6zel alan daralmis ve ev i¢i mekanlar kimi zaman adeta ‘“kamusal
odaya” doniismeye baslamistir. Son ylizyilda hizla yayilan iletisim teknolojileri ve kapitalist
sistemin dayattig1 modern toplum yapisi kamusal ve 6zel alanin yeniden tanimlanmalarini gerekli
kilmgtir. Ozel ve kamusal alanmn birbirini siireklilik igerisinde etkileyerek degisime ugrattig
gorlilmektedir. Habermas kamusal alani; her seyden oOnce, toplumsal yasamimiz iginde,
kamuoyuna benzer bir seyin olusturulabildigi bir alan olarak tanimlar. Bu alan tiim vatandaslarin
erisimine acik, toplumsal faydaya katki saglayacak Ozgiir diislincelerin serbest dolasimda
stirdiirildiigi bir alandir.

Bu calismada; Geleneksel Tiirk Tiyatrosu’nda vazgegilmez bir mekan olarak 6ne
¢ikan ve modernlesen tiyatromuzda da agirligini uzun bir donem koruyan mahalle olgusunun
zamanla yerini “oturma odasi”na terkettigine dikkat ¢ekilerek, bu degisimin toplumsal ve siyasal
olaylarla baglantis1 aciga c¢ikarilacaktir. Tiirk oyun yazarliginda, 6zellikle 1980 sonrasinda
yazarlarin yogun bir sekilde oyunlarina mekén olarak “otuma odasi”ni1 segtikleri gozlenmektedir.
Bu durum; yasanilan darbeler, sokaga ¢ikma yasaklar1 ve esas olarak devletin apolitik bir toplum
inga etme isteginin bir sonucudur. 90’1 yillardan sonra ise oyun yazarlarinin “oturma odas1” gibi
ev i¢ci mekanlara ilgisi devam eder. Kamu alaninin 6zgiir siyasal diisiinceye karsi tehditkar
atmosferi, kamusalin reddine neden olurken, 6zel alaninin kamusallasmasini saglamistir. Sozii
edilen yillarda yazilan oyunlarin bir kisminda oturma odasi duragan bir mekan olarak segilerek
toplumsal ve siyasal bir elestiri de amaglanmistir. Caligmada; Adalet Agaoglu, Memet Baydur,
Oguz Atay’mn oyunlart model alinacak ve bu yazarlarin oyunlarinda mekén olarak “oturma
odas1”n1 neden sectikleri sorgulanacaktir.

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YAHYA HAKKI iLMi SAHSIYETI VE MEDRESETU’L MESRAH ADLI ESERi

Modern Arap edebiyatimin 1798 yilinda Napolyon’un Misir’1 isgal etmesiyle basladigim
sOylemek miimkiindiir. Matbaanin Misir’a gelmesi, kiitliphanelerin kurulmasi edebi eserlerin
cogalmasini da saglamistir. Roman, hikaye, siir vb. ¢esitli edebi tiirlerin de Bat1 edebiyatindan
Arap edebiyatina girisine neden olmustur. Modern Misir edebiyatinin kisa dykii alanindaki
onciilerinden biri olan Yahya Hakki 7 Ocak 1905 yilinda Misir’in Kahire sehrinde dogmustur.
Aslen hukukc¢u olan Yahya Hakki Misirda bir siire hukuk ve idare islerinde bulunmustur.
Dénemin yaygin olan Ingiliz ve Fransiz edebiyatindan daha ¢cok Rus edebiyatindan etkilenmistir.
1922 ve 1923 yillarinda kisa Oykii yazmakla edebiyata baslamistir. Kisa Oykiileri el-Fecr ve es-
Siyase adli gazetelerde yayimlanmistir. Kendisinin yazar olmasinda yakin ¢evresinin énemli
katkilar1 bulunmaktadir. Bunlardan biri agabeyi ibrahim’dir. Yahya Hakki dénemin biiyiik usta
ve yazarlariyla yakindan tanisma imkani bulmus aymi zamanda onlarla edebi konularda bilgi
aligverisi yapma firsati olmustur. Yahya Hakki “el-Medresetu’l Hadise” ad1 verilen ekoliin
iiyelerinden birdir. Yahya Hakki eserlerinde farkli teknikleri bir arada denemis realizm ve
sembolizmi bir arada kullanmistir. Yahya Hakki’nin Medresetu’l Mesrah adli eseri 1943-1972
yillar arasindaki makalelerini icermektedir. Eserin konusu tiyatro ve tiyatro sanatgilaridir. Eserde
ayn1 zamanda Arap tiyatrosu ve yabanci tiyatrolar hakkinda yazilmis edebi elestiri yazilar1 ve
bilgileri de mevcuttur. Eserde dogdugu yer olan Misir’in tiyatrosu ve oyuncular1 hakkinda
bilgilerde mevcuttur.

Bu arastirmamizin amaci Misir edebiyati ve modern Misir edebiyatcilar: nezdinde
Yahya Hakki’nin ilmi sahsiyeti ve Medresetu’l Mesrah adli eserini incelemektir. Bu baglamda
ilgili verileri elde etmek adima modern Misir edebiyat kitaplarina ve Arap dili ve edebiyati
kaynaklarina bakilmistir. Bu c¢alisma, literatiir taramasi ve dokiiman incelemesi gibi teknikler
kullanilarak yapilmistir. Bu cercevede 6zellikle yayimlanmis tez, makale ve kitaplar dikkate
almmustir,

Cingdz Recai’nin once yardimcisi sonra sevgilisi olan Jale, serinin ikinci romam olan A/lo...
Allo... Yetisiniz!’de kibar hirsiz Cingdz Recai’nin asistan1 kimligiyle okuyucunun karsisina ¢ikar.
Jale, Cing6z Recai tarafindan hem fiziksel hem de mesleki olarak yetistirilmis bir ideal kadin
tiplemesidir. Cingéz Recai, geng asistani Jale’yi kendi ideal kadini olarak kendisi egitmis ve
Cingo6z Recai icin Jale, once 6nemli bir yardimci sonra da esi bulunmaz bir sevgili olmustur.
Cing6z Recai, Jale’nin fiziksel egitimine ¢ok 6nem verir. Geng kadma jimnastik ve akrobasi
ogretir. Jale'nin Ingilizce ve Fransizcay akici konusup geviri yapacak kadar iyi bildigi goriiliir.
Bunun yaninda bir¢ok kadina gore zeki oldugu birka¢ kez vurgulanir ve bir cinayet ya da
hirsizlikla ilgili muammalarin ¢dziilmesinde Cing6z Recai’ye yardim eder. Jale ve Cingdz’iin
iliskisinde cinsellik de Onemlidir. Romanda ikili arasinda erotizme varan sahneler rahatlikla
verilmistir. Cingdz Recai ve Jale’nin hi¢bir zaman evlenmedigi ve Jale’nin kendisini “Cingdz
Recai’nin nikahsiz esi” olarak tamimladigi diisiiniiliirse, Server Bedi’nin, Peyami Safa
romanlarindaki ahlak anlayigindan bir hayli uzaklagtig1 gortiliir.

Jale tiim bu o6zellikleriyle modern ve o6zgiir bir kadin gibi goriinse de onun eril
sOylemin bir parcasi oldugu ve Cingdz Recai’nin eril narsizmini siirekli onaylayan vasat okuru
temsil ettigi anlagilir. Jale feminist teori agisindan bakildiginda ideal bir kadin olmasa da “Cingoz
Recai evreni’nin ideal kadin imgesini temsil ettigi acgiktir. Bu caligmada Cingdz Recai
romanlarindaki Jale karakterini ideal kadin imgesine tastyan 6zellikleri tizerinde durulacak ve bu
karakterin aslinda eril sdylemin onaylayicisi olarak romanda yer buldugu gosterilecektir.

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TRAUMATIC HISTORY IN SUZAN LORI PARKS’S TOPDOG/UNDERDOG

Suzan Lori Parks, as one of the most prolific, progressive, and prominent playwrights of the
United States, has effectively contributed to contemporary American drama. Her progressive and
experimental works embody certain kinds of themes such as history, trauma, memory, violence,
race and gender issues, and problematic human relations. Her theatrical setting is transhistorical
and her plays include figures which are either directly derived from myth and history or other
literary works. Her historical and individual “memory” differs from her white male counterparts.
Parks’s memory which she elaborates in her works is an inherited one of previous slavery,
exclusion, prejudice, and systematic erasure. Parks’s progressive theatrical style and her language
of loss and sorrow for a history which has been lost and a memory that has been stunted have
provided unusual ways of experiencing memory in the theater. In her Pulitzer Prize-winning play
Topdog/Underdog (2002), she depicts the tainted life experiences of African American brothers
named Lincoln and Booth. Through the main characters, she has named after the two significant
people who have come across during one of the most traumatic events in American history, the
former president of the United States Abraham Lincoln, and his assassinator John Wilkes Booth,
Parks brings up the concepts of trauma and history for discussion. In view of such information,
this study aims to examine how Parks positions her ideas about quite controversial topics such as
African American presence in mainstream American history, the accessibility of an authentic
black past, and the power of racial memory in her play Topdog/Underdog.

Oyuncu kavramui nitelik olarak sahnede var olan, bir amaci uzamda somutlamaya ¢alisan, hayal
kuran, nedenleri olan, yaraticiligin1 gosteren, detaylandiran, sorgulatan, sorgulayan, 6zellikle de
eyleme gecen ve farkindaligim1 benzersiz karakterler yaratarak ortaya koyan bir kavramlar
biitiinlinlin tanimlanmasidir. Michael Chekhov’un bir oyuncu, yonetmen ve egitmen olarak temel
agidan degerlendirmeye aldig1 ve iizerinde ¢aligtign “Ideal Oyuncu” kavrami da bu baglamlar
icerisinde degerlendirilebilecegi sekliyle giiniimiize kadar ulasmis bircok oyunculuk tekniginin,
temel niteligini olusturan dnemli kavramlardan biridir. Tiyatroya ve oyuncuya elestirel bir goz ile
bakan Chekhov, ‘ideal olan1’ yaratma amaci ile bir noktada oyuncuya, kendi bireysel yaraticiligim
kesfetme olanag tanir. imge ve imgelem noktasinda da kullandig1 yontemlerle birlikte yeni bir
oyunculuk anlayis1 onerir. Chekhov’a gore bir oyuncu ideal olam1 arama noktasinda israrci
davranmalidir. Potansiyel olarak bir oyuncunun temel niteligi de giizel olan1 aramaktan 6te bir
biitiin olarak organik olani, insana 6zgii olani, yani ‘ideal olan1’ aramas1 gerektigidir. Michael
Chekhov’un kendi oyunculuk anlayiginda 6nemsedigi énermelerin basinda da bu ideal olani
arama kavrayis1 yer almaktadir. Gelecegin tiyatrosuna biraktigi bu 6nerme, oyuncuya psikolojik
zenginlesmis bir i¢gilidii kazandirirken, ayn1 zamanda kiginin bedenini harekete gegirecek imgesel
diirtiilerin de oOniinii ac¢tig1 izlenebilmektedir. Ciinkii nitelik bakimindan oyuncunun essiz
karakterleri bedenlestirme yolculugu, en nihayetinde ‘ideal olana’ yogunlagmasi ile miimkiin
olacaktir. Bu ¢aligmada da temel olarak ele alinan, Michael Chekhov’un oyunculuk sanatina bakig
acisinin ne oldugunu, nasil olustugunu ve iizerine ¢alisti1 “Ideal Oyuncu” kavraminin yenilikci
ve biitiinciil ¢aligmalar lizerinden, nasil ortaya ¢ikardigini incelemektir.

Bugiin hayatin hemen her alaninda kullanilan so6zlii ¢eviri,
20.yiizyilda baglayan kurumsallagsma siireci ile egitimi verilen, meslek orgiitleri ve akreditasyon
sistemleri olan bir alandir. Teknolojinin ilerleme kaydetmesi, toplumsal ve ekonomik degisimler,
artan go¢ ve ticari faaliyetler sozlii geviri egitiminin gerekliligini beraberinde getirmektedir.
Dinleme, anlama ve konusma edimlerinin ayni anda sergilenmesi sebebiyle karmasik bir eylem
olan sozlii ¢eviri etkinligi, ¢evirinin arka planinda yiiksek seviyede biligsel siireci beraberinde
getirir. Bu dogrultuda sozli ceviri egitim siireci, birbirini tamamlayan pek cok yetiyi gelistirecek
bicimde ¢evirmen adaymi hazirlayan bir siire¢ olmalidir. Bunun yaninda ¢evirmen adaylarina,
s0zlii geviri esnasinda kullanacagi farkli konu alan1 ve terim bilgisi ac¢isindan da kapsayict bir
egitim verilmesinin onemi goz ardi edilmemelidir. Is ve meslek diinyasinin sozlii geviriye olan
yogun gereksinmelerini karsilayabilecek bir c¢eviri egitiminin verilmesi adina {iniversitelerin
ceviri boltimleri i¢in her tiirlii teknolojik altyapiy1 saglamasi ve ¢eviri laboratuvarlarini ¢evirmen
adaylarinin etkin kullanimina sunmasi 6nem arz etmektedir

Cevirmen egitimi, iilkemizde lisans diizeyinde Miitercim ve Terciimanlik boliimleri
tarafindan yiirtitiilmektedir. Arap dili 6zelinde bu béliimlerde verilen egitimin incelenmesi, lisans
programlarinin niteligine yonelik caligmalar, daha etkili bir sozlii ¢eviri egitimi verilmesi
acisindan 6onem kazanmistir.

Betimsel, kuramsal ve uygulamali alan olmak iizere {i¢ ana temel alan iizerinde yapilandirilmis
olan ¢eviribilimde, genelde ¢eviri egitimi ve 6zelde ise bu egitimin 6nemli miifredatlarindan biri
olarak sozlii geviri egitimi, es zamanl c¢eviri, ardil ceviri, sozlii anlatim vb. izlencelerin
belirlenmesinde ¢eviri bilimin uygulamali kismina, sézIii ¢eviri metinlerindeki igerigin, c¢eviri
yontem ve yaklagimlarinin tartisilmasi sadedinde ise betimsel ve kuramsal alanlara niifuz edebilen
kapsamli alanlardan biridir. Bu alan gerek karmasik yapisi gerekse miitercim terclimanlik
programlarinin yapilasma miicadelesi i¢inde olmasi, deneyimlerin paylasilmamasi, materyal
eksikligi ve literatiir azlig1 nedeniyle miifredatlardaki rastlantisal akisin oniline gecilememesi,
kiiresel salgin vb. nedenlerle iilkemizdeki arastirmacilar tarafindan hak ettigi ilgiyi heniiz
gdrmemistir. Bat1 dillerinde bir elin parmaklariyla sayilabilecek ¢aligmalar bir kenara birakilirsa
dogu dillerinde bu alanda, 6zellikle uygulamaya bakan kismiyla akademik ihtiyaglara hitap eden
bir calisma yapilmamis olmasi, ilk etapta “Arapga sozlii ¢eviri 6gretimi uygulamasinda metot ne
olmalidir?”, “Ogretim uygulamalarinda elde edilen deneyimler nelerdir?” “Sozlii metinlerin
cevirisinde esdegerlik katmanlar1 nasil uygulanmaktadir? Vb. sorulara verilebilecek cevaplar
arastirmaci ve ceviri dgreticileri tarafindan hak ettigi ilgiyi heniiz géremeyen bu alana miitevazi
bir baslangi¢c yapmak adina anlamli hale gelmektedir.

Lisan” “Dil Serisi” adli Arapga Dil Ogretim setidir. Bu set, Haziran 2022 tarihi itibariyle 15.
Baskisini vererek serisini giincelleme yoluna gitmistir. Fatih Sultan Mehmet Vakif Universitesi
yayinlarindan, Birlesik Arap Emirlikleri The Mother Tongue Arabic Language Center tarafindan
uzman bir ekipce hazirlanan bu seri, toplamda 10 kitaptan olugmaktadir. Bu kitaplar Giris,
Baslangic, orta ve ileri diizey olmak iizere 4 seviyeden tesekkiil etmektedir.

Bu arastirma ile 6zel egitim alaninda ¢alisan 6gretmenlerin mesleki benlik saygilart ve umut
diizeyleri arasindaki iligkinin incelenmesi amaglanmistir. Arastirmada, 6zel egitim 6gretmenlerin
mesleki benlik saygilar ile umut diizeylerinin demografik 6zelliklere gore anlamli bir farkliligin
olup olmadigina bakilmistir. Ayrica 6zel egitim 6gretmenlerin mesleki benlik saygilar ile umut
diizeyleri arasinda anlamli bir iligkinin olup olmadigina bakilmistir. Arastirma modeli olarak
genel tarama modelinin bir alt tiirli olan iligkisel tarama modeli kullanilmigtir. Arastirma grubu
Ozel egitim alaninda calisan 149°u kadin 79’u erkek olmak {izere toplam 228 6gretmenden
olusmaktadir. Verilerin toplanmasinda kisisel bilgi formu, mesleki benlik saygist ve umut diizeyi
Olcekleri kullanmilmigtir. Arastirma verilerinin analizi Oncelikle nicel analiz yontemleri ile
gergeklestirilmigtir. Bununla birlikte arastirmada verilerin degerlendirilmesinde gerceklestirilen
faktor analizi, korelasyon analizi ve regresyon analizinin kullanilmasiyla birlikte degisken sayis1
acisindan cok degiskenli istatistiksel analiz yontemlerinden yararlanilirken kullanilan analiz
yontemlerinin amagclar1 agisindan ise iliskilerin tespit edilmesine yonelik istatistiksel analiz
yontemlerinden yararlanilmigtir. Arastirmada 6zel egitim Ogretmenlerinin mesleki benlik
saygisinin cinsiyete gore farkliliginin bulunup bulunmadigimin belirlenmesi amaciyla yapilan
istatistiki islemde cinsiyete gore 6zel egitim 0gretmenlerinin mesleki benlik saygisinda kadimlar
lehinde anlamli diizeyde farkliliginin bulundugu tespit edilmistir. Arastirmada 6zel egitim
ogretmenlerinin mesleki benlik saygilarinin belirlenmesinde mesleki kidem agisindan anlamli bir
farklilik bulunmamustir. Fakat kidem yili 0-5 arasinda olanlarin mesleki benlik saygilariin en
yiiksek oldugu goriilmiistiir. Aragtirmada 6zel egitim 6gretmenlerinin ¢alistigi kurum tiiriine gore
mesleki benlik saygisinda anlamli bir farklilik tespit edilememistir. Arastirmada 6zel egitim
ogretmenlerinin umut diizeylerinin gére demografik acidan cinsiyet, kidem ve kurum tiirline gore
anlamli bir farkliligin bulunmadig1 sonucuna ulagilmistir. Mesleki benlik saygisi ile umut diizeyi
arasinda orta diizeyde bir iliski oldugu sonucuna ulagilmstir.
